To provide habitat for the conservation and protect lon of all species of
wildlife.

To preserve, restore, and enhance in their natural ecosystems (when
practicable), all species of animals and plants tha t are endangered or
threatened.

To perpetuate the migratory bird resource.

To preserve a natural diversity and abundance of fa  una and flora on
refuge lands.

To provide an understanding and appreciation of fis h and wildlife
ecology, and man's role in his environment; and to provide refuge
visitors with high quality, safe, wholesome, and en joyable recreational
experiences.

Specific Objectives for Savannah NWR:

To utilize refuge property as "a refuge and breeding ground for native
birds and wild animals."

To provide habitat and protection for those species of plants and
animals whose survival is threatened or endangered.

To provide habitat and a sanctuary for migratory bi rds consistent with
the objectives of the Atlantic Flyway.

To maintain and enhance as needed, the habitats of  all other species of
indigenous wildlife and fishery resources.

To manage furbearers, deer, and other upland game s  pecies so their
numbers will be compatible with other wildlife mana gement goals.

To provide opportunities for environmental educatio n and interpretation
for the visiting public.




Goals and Objectives

« (Goal: Restore, enhance, and manage the various
habitats in order to maintain the natural diversity ,
abundance and ecological function of communities
characteristic of Lower Mississippi Valley bottomla nd
hardwoods and associated habitat types, with an
emphasis on critical habitat needs for wintering
waterfowl and other migratory birds.

Objective: Protect, restore, and enhance bottomland
hardwood forest habitats, using sound silvicultural
practices, to provide significant sustainable red o ak
mast production and forest structure for waterfowl,
nongame migratory birds and other resident forest-
dwelling wildlife.

1872- Yellowstone National Park
Was under Dept of Army until 1916
378 areas covering 80 million acres

Mission: To conserve the scenery and the
natural and historic objects and the wildlife
therein and to provide for the enjoyment of
the same in such manner and by such means
as will leave them unimpaired for the
enjoyment of future generations."




e More than National Parks:

— National Monuments, Preserves, Historic Sites,
Historic Parks, Memorials, Battlefields, Cemetaries

Recreation Areas, Seashores, Lakeshores, Rivers,
Parkways, and Trails

e More Preservation-Oriented Hands-Off
Approach, however:

— 1968 — NPS recognized the natural role of fire and
adopted a wildfire use program

— Other land management projects are usually small
— Lots of research and monitoring
